· New format – No 24/7 cover in new policy
· NEW NOTE ON AWA SITE:-  Since 01JUL2009, the policy no longer covers members 24/7. Members are only covered during events run by their State Windsurfing Association or registered sub body (such as windsurfing clubs) - Registered Clubs List. For cover outside these events, your home insurance may cover you for TPL and/or equipment damage.
· Only club currently listed in Aus is Bayside
· How to protect yourself in general sailing – options through household insurance or designated personal insurance
· ABN TFN being sought for WQ

· New club structure requires that WQ submits invoices to third tier clubs, need an ABN to make these legal

· AWA funds available for events AWA to support events by funding expenses for interstate event organisers/judges to attend National events. $3000 budgeted as per last year, with $1000 max per event. See last year’s AGM Minutes for further details.

· WQ role a bit superfluous given only two clubs in QLD now

· Can the clubs go directly through AWA?
